(F) Attendance requirement

Minimum 75% to be counted separately for theory and practical both at M.Sc and Ph.D. levels.

(G) Evaluation of theory examination answer sheets will be done by internal examiners both at Master’s and Ph.D. level degree programmes.
Practical Examinations at both Master’s and Ph.D. level degree programmes will be of internal nature i.e. to be conducted by the course teacher and one more teacher to be nominated by the HoD.

Thesis research work will carry 20 credits at Master’s Degree Programme and 45 credits at Doctoral Programme and will be allowed after successful completion of course work and the comprehensive examination.

(H) The existing distribution of marks in examinations i.e. Mid Term Examination of 20 marks, Practical Examination of 50 marks and Final Theory Examination of 80 marks will continue. The paper setting and evaluation work (except for papers of comprehensive examination) of courses will be done by Internal Examiners, to be appointed by I/c examinations, JNKVV upon recommendation of Head of Departments and after due approval by the Director Instruction.  Valuation work by internal examiners will be conducted at the examination cell of the University.
(I) Comprehensive examination at Master’s Degree Programme will be conducted on completion of 75% course work, separately in major and minor subjects. It will be Non-credit examination and the Grade to be awarded will be satisfactory (qualifying marks 60%) or unsatisfactory. It will consist of two papers, one consisting of major subjects and the other paper consisting of minor subjects. Paper setting for comprehensive examinations will be internal while the evaluation will be done by external examiners. There will be no Viva Voce after comprehensive examination.
(J) Comprehensive Examination for Doctoral Programme will be allowed after completion of 75% course work separately in major and minor subjects. The examination will consist of two papers covering Major subjects and one paper covering minor subject. The paper setting will be Internal while the evaluation will be done by the external examiners. The grading will be satisfactory (minimum qualifying marks 60%) or Unsatisfactory. Upon successful completion of comprehensive examination the Viva Voce will be conducted by an External Examiner and the Grading will be Satisfactory / Unsatisfactory. 
(K) Constitution of the Student Advisory Committee
(a) M.Sc.

Minimum 3 members (2 from major subject including Chairman, and one from minor subject) to be constituted within three months of the 1st semester.
(b) Ph.D. 

Minimum 4 members (2 from major subject, one each from minor and supporting subjects), to be constituted within three months of the 1st semester.
(L) Approval of Synopsis should be accomplished in the first semester both for   

      Master’s and Doctoral Programmes.
(M) Thesis Submission: The Thesis may be submitted by a candidate after the result seminar at Master’s level Degree Programme.

The Thesis of a Doctoral Degree Programme may be submitted after the thesis result seminar and after one research paper is accepted and second submitted or one patent filed out of thesis work.

(N) Evaluation of thesis will be done by one External Examiner at Master’s Degree Programme and by two External Examiners at Doctoral Programme.

(O) Viva Voce will be conducted by the Advisory Committee after the thesis has been evaluated by the external examiner at Master’s level Degree Programme. Viva Voce for Doctoral degree Programme will be conducted after the Thesis evaluation by the Advisory Committee and one External Examiner. The Assessment will be of satisfactory / Unsatisfactory nature.

Necessary modifications in manual on Academic Regulations for Post Graduate students are under process and the revised regulations incorporating the above modifications will be available in due course of time. Academic regulations are subject to modifications from time to time, as per decisions of the Academic Council.
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
